


Why would | want to go to Brownsville?

Brownsville's semi-tropical climate is recognized as one of the most delightful in the nation. The city has
an average temperature of 74 degrees and an average rainfall of 25.55 inches. Average relative humidity
is 75.25%. The comfortable year-round climate provides for an abundance of recreational fun and
activities. Residents regularly visit Matamoros and South Padre Island as both places are only minutes
away.

Brownsville weather is generally favorable for outdoor activities with at least 234 sunny days a year. The
subtropical climate permits year-round gardening and cultivation of citrus and cold-sensitive plants.
Brownsville rarely has severe weather. The tidal change in water elevation between cycles in the
Brownsville area generally ranges from 0.1 feet to 2.7 feet.
